Paul Grisham of San Diego, California, spent 13 months
during the 1960s working on the southern continent as a Nawy
meteorologist. He realized at the time that he’d lost the billfold,
but then completely forgot about it in later years. Someone
found it behind a locker in 2014, and the search for Grisham
began. Finally, amateur sleuths located him through social
media, emails, and snail mail. Getting the wallet back thrilled
the nonagenarian and his family. Inside were relics of his past,
including his driver’s license and his Navy ID.
